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Archery Range Rules

1. It is the shooter’s responsibility to understand all range safety rules before entering the range area.  Failure to follow all range rules may result in permanent revocation of the shooter’s range privileges.
2. Range is restricted to traditional archery only. Compound bows and cross bows are prohibited.
3. Broadheads and firearms are prohibited on the range at all times.
4. Alcohol consumption is prohibited on the range.
5. Shooters should follow designated paths throughout the range. No browsing off paths except to retrieve arrows behind missed targets. Shooters retrieving missed arrows should have a companion at the target, or hang their bow on the target if alone, to warn others that a shooter is “down range”.

6. Positively no shooting at a target if there is another person down range. Down range means anyone forward of the shooting line.

7. No moving of target butts.

8. Do not shoot above the targets.

9. Do not shoot at any wildlife.

10. Bows should be pointed down range at all times when drawn with an arrow nocked.

11. Horseplay, verbal or physical harassment, intimidation, or other acts of misconduct are not allowed OR TOLERATED on the range or any grounds used by the club for its activities.
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
